Montenegro is currently the youngest country of Europe. It obtained its independence owing to the harmony and unity which dominated among the high state officials in Podgorica and democratic political parties, scientific circles and independent intelligentsia from the very emerging of the idea of the independence. 
Montenegro is also an example of how a long-term vision of independence of a small country can be realized peacefully and without tensions in the region. 
It is our belief that the topic of this Conference provides a wide area for constructive and creative discussions about the groundwork of Southeast European countries on their path towards the European Union. On the other hand, the EU could obtain more precise information of the situation in the region and specific circumstances in which each country seeks its own way to the European Union.    
On behalf of the organizers, the International League of Humanists, Conference Committee and ourselves, we would like to invite you to take an active part in the Conference so that jointly, in a dialogue and exchange of ideas, proposals and suggestion, we would define possible paths leading to the European Union.
